1 tractor trailer load, and 2 walk in roll off bins of electronic waste was collected at this 

one day take back event.  As a result, we estimate that between 16,000-19,000 kg of 

material was diverted from local landfill sites and recycled responsibly.   

Verification of Recycling Process for Event                                                 

TAG is a certified collector with Ontario Electronic Stewardship (OES) ς the non-profit 

corporation responsible for implementing the Waste Electrical and Electronic 

Equipment (WEEE) Program in Ontario.  All e-waste material was routed through OES 

guaranteeing that it was all recycled according to MinƛǎǘŜǊ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ 9ƴǾƛǊƻƴƳŜƴǘΩǎ 

requirements.
